PURPOSE AND POLICY STATEMENT

The soliciting of money, contributions, subscriptions, organizational or group
membership, commercial soliciting and vending of all kinds, the display or distribution of
commercial advertising, pamphlets, handbills and flyers, or the collection of premiums,
payments or private debts, and campaigning in or on State property, both during and
after normal working hours, is prohibited, unless as otherwise permitted by law or State
building rules.

This policy does not apply to newspaper boys and girls, farmers selling home grown
produce, the State Employees' Combined Charitable Appeal (SECCA), or personal
notices posted on authorized bulletin boards by State employees.
